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Overview

Overview of Surrey-Panorama Ridge By-election

Order for a by-election

On May 23,2004, Gulzar Cheema resigned as the MLA for the electoral district of
Surrey-Panorama Ridge.

Pursuant to section 35 of the Constitution Act, the Speaker issued a warrant to the
Chief Electoral Officer for the issue of a writ for a by-election. The Chief Electoral
Officer received the warrant on Tuesday, May 25, 2004. A writ for a by-election
must be issued within six months after receipt of the warrant by the Chief Electoral
Officer.

On Thursday, September 30, 2004, in accordance with Order in Council 959, a writ
of election was issued by the Chief Electoral Officer to Hank Pulles, District
Electoral Officer for the Surrey-Panorama Ridge electoral district. The writ ordered
that the election be held on Thursday, October 28, 2004.

Calendar of events

An order from the Lieutenant Governor in Council to the Chief Electoral Officer for
aby-election sets a calendar of events prescribed by the Election Act. An election is
called when the writ for the election is issued. General Voting Day for an election is
the 28th day after the date on which the election is called.

Elections BC
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Nomination of candidates

Nomination of candidates closed at 1:00 p.m. Pacific time on October 15, 2004.
There were six candidates nominated. No standing nominations were filed with the
Chief Electoral Officer under section 57 of the Election Act. Below are the
candidates and their affiliation in the order in which they appeared on the ballot.

Provision for voter registration and voting

To register to vote in a provincial election in British Columbia, an individual must
be a Canadian citizen, be 18 years or older on General Voting Day, have been a
resident of British Columbia for at least six months before General Voting Day, and
not be disqualified from voting in an election. A registered voter who ceases to
meet any of the qualifications is not entitled to continue to be registered.

On September 14, 2004, Elections BC launched Online Voter Registration. This
new and innovative tool was designed to encourage voters to register and keep their
registration current by providing a registration opportunity that is convenient,
efficient and available 24 hours a day. The Web site is secure; information provided
by individuals is encrypted so that it can't be read or intercepted by other people.
Online Voter Registration was promoted through Elections BC's Web site and
by-election advertisements in local newspapers.

During the Surrey-Panorama Ridge by-election, general registration closed on
Thursday, October 7, 2004. Registration closes on the seventh day after an election
is called to allow for updating of the voters list and printing of voting books.
General registration opens again on the third day after General Voting Day.

Under section 41 of the Election Act, voter registration and updating is available at
all voting opportunities for qualified individuals who are not registered or who are
no longer registered at the correct address. To register in conjunction with voting,
applicants are required to present two pieces of identification showing, in
combination, their name, current residential address and signature.

During an election period the voters list is revised to add new voters, update voter
registration information, or remove voters from the voters list. The total number of
registered voters in the electoral district on the preliminary voters list produced as of
Writ Day was 22,906.

Elections BC
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Overview

During the general registration period between September 30 and October 7, 2004,
258 voters were added to the voters list and 14 voters were removed. There were
548 updates to existing voter records during this period. Following the general
registration period, there were 23,150 registered voters on the revised voters list.

There were 2,803 voter registration transactions made at the time of voting,
resulting in 1,047 new registrations and 1,756 updates to existing registrations. At
the close of voting on General Voting Day, a total of 24,197 voters were registered
in the electoral district, including the registrations in conjunction with voting.

The Election Act provides British Columbians the most extensive voting
opportunities of any jurisdiction in Canada. One Advance Voting location and
thirteen General Voting locations were provided during the by-election. Voting
was also available in the district electoral office and by mail. The table below shows
the number of voters that used the various voting opportunities available. Absentee
Voting outside the electoral district under sections 100 and 101 was not applicable
in this by-election; these voting opportunities are only available during a general
election or during concurrent by-elections.

Voter turnout at the Surrey-Panorama Ridge by-election was 52.15% of registered voters.

Public information

The Election Act requires the Chief Electoral Officer to ensure the electoral process
isaccessible and inclusive. To inform eligible voters in the Surrey-Panorama Ridge
by-election of the many registration and voting opportunities available to them, a
comprehensive communications strategy was developed.  This included
advertising in local newspapers, the distribution of an information flyer to every
residential household in the electoral district, a comprehensive Web site, the
distribution of Where to Vote Information Cards, and extended hours of the 1-800
call centre.

The 1-800 call centre was operational from September 30 until the close of voting on
October 28. Operators were available Monday to Friday, 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. and
Saturdays from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. During the 29 day campaign period, the 1-800 call
centre received 1,480 calls. The number of visits to Elections BC's Web site
averaged between 15,000 and 20,000 per day during the campaign period, with a
peak of 152,000 on General Voting Day.

In an effort to reach all qualified voters, Elections BC undertook a new initiative. A
total of 9,500 Where to Vote Information Cards were sent to 'empty' residential
addresses in the Surrey-Panorama Ridge electoral district that did not have any
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registered voters. The intent was to make all potential voters aware of the voting
qualifications, the location of their assigned voting place, and the opportunity to
register in conjunction with voting.

Three advertisements were placed in local newspapers in the Surrey-Panorama
electoral district providing voters with information on registration opportunities,
voting opportunities, and candidate information. As the Surrey-Panorama Ridge
electoral district has a large Indo-Canadian population, these advertisements were
also translated into Punjabi and placed in local ethnic newspapers.

Summary of results

Ballots from Advance Voting and General Voting are counted at Initial Count,
following the close of voting on General Voting Day. Ballots contained in
certification envelopes from other voting opportunities such as Absentee Voting
and Special Voting are considered at Final Count. Final Count usually begins 12
days after General Voting Day.

Final Count for the by-election was conducted by the District Electoral Officer on
Wednesday, November 10, 2004. The Election Act requires a delay of six days
between the conclusion of Final Count and the return of the writ of election. This
delay provides time for a candidate, voter or the District Electoral Officer to request
a judicial recount. The writ was returned on Friday, November 19, 2004.

Election Financing Report

Election financing reports

Introduction

The financial agents of a candidate, a registered political party represented by a
candidate in the election and any associated registered constituency association
must each file an election financing report with the Chief Electoral Officer within 90
days after General Voting Day. The filing deadline for the Surrey-Panorama Ridge
by-election was January 26, 2005.

The following summaries include financial information from the original election
financing reports received by the Chief Electoral Officer. Some election financing
reports may have been amended since they were originally filed. The financial
information in this report is the information filed by the financial agent and has not
been reviewed to ensure accuracy or completeness. Elections BC does not include
cents in the summaries; as a result there may be small differences from the original
reports as a result of rounding.

If, during a campaign period, a registered election advertising sponsor sponsors
election advertising with a value of $500 or more, an election advertising disclosure
report must be filed with the Chief Electoral Officer within 90 days after General
Voting Day.

Election expenses limits

The base election expenses limit for candidates is $50,000. For registered political
parties the expenses limit is $1.25 for every registered voter on the revised voters list
for the electoral district. These base amounts are adjusted for changes to the
consumer price index. On October 14, 2004, the date the revised list of voters was
produced, there were 23,150 registered voters in the Surrey-Panorama Ridge
electoral district. The election expenses limit for registered political parties was
$33,012.01; for candidates $57,037.72. Election advertising sponsors are not
limited in how much they may spend in an election.

Registered political parties

The election financing information provided in this report includes both the total
inflows and outflows. Total inflows and total outflows may not be equal. The most
common cause of such a difference for registered political parties is when assets
held prior to the campaign period are used, and therefore reported as election
expenses but not as inflows. In addition, total inflows may be greater than total
outflows because the reporting periods are different. Total inflows include five
components. The first four components include income from January 1, 2004, until
the close of voting on General Voting Day (October 28, 2004). Other income is
miscellaneous income related to the election only.

The campaign period is
the time between when an election is called and the close of General Voting. The
Election Act limits the amount a registered political party or candidate can spend on
election expenses.

Election expenses not subject to limits — election expenses specifically excluded
from the election expense limit (e.g. audit fees). This type of expense is described in
section 203 of the Election Act.

Transfers given — non-reciprocal provision of money, goods or services to a
registered constituency association or a candidate.

Registered constituency associations

Registered constituency associations are prohibited from incurring election
expenses, except on behalf of a nominee prior to that individual becoming a
registered candidate. Therefore, registered constituency associations do not report
any expenses in their election financing reports and the only outflows reported are
transfers given between January 1, 2004, and General Voting Day; election
expenses incurred on behalf of a nominee must be included in the election expenses
of that candidate. Total inflows include five components. The first four
components include income from January 1, 2004, until the close of voting on
General Voting Day (October 28, 2004). Other income is miscellaneous income
related to the election only.

Political contributions — an amount of money or the value of any property or
services provided without compensation by way of donation, advance, deposit,
discount or otherwise.

Political contributions — an amount of money or the value of any property or
services provided without compensation by way of donation, advance, deposit,
discount or otherwise.

Fundraising income — the portion of income from fundraising functions that is not
reported as political contributions.

Transfers received — non-reciprocal receipts of money, goods or services from a
registered political party or a registered constituency association.

Loans received — the original amount of loans received. Some or all of the loan
may have been repaid.

Other income — income from miscellaneous sources such as interest income.
Total outflows are segregated as follows:

Election expenses subject to limits —the value of property or services used during a
campaign period, by or on behalf of a registered political party, registered
constituency association or a candidate to promote or oppose a registered political
party or a candidate (e.g. advertising and office expenses). The campaign period is
the time between when an election is called and the close of General Voting. The
Election Act limits the amount a registered political party or candidate can spend on
election expenses.

Election expenses not subject to limits — election expenses specifically excluded
from the election expense limit (e.g. nomination deposit and audit fees). This type
of expense is described in section 203 of the Election Act.

Non election expenses — expenses used outside the campaign period but in relation
to the election.

Transfers given — non-reciprocal provision of money, goods or services to a
registered political party or a registered constituency association.

Registered election advertising sponsors
The following definitions are relevant to election advertising disclosure reports:

Election advertising — advertising used during a campaign period to promote or
oppose, directly or indirectly, a candidate or registered political party.

Contributions — money provided to a sponsor of election advertising during the
period beginning six months before an election is called and ending at the close of
voting on General Voting Day.

Amount of sponsor's assets used — the value of the sponsor's assets used to pay for
election advertising. This amount does not include contributions referred to above.

Value of election advertising — the market value of preparing and conducting
election advertising.

Under section 244 of the Election Act, a registered election advertising sponsor is
not required to file an election advertising disclosure report if, during the campaign
period, the advertising sponsored did not have a total value of $500 or more.
Summaries of disclosure reports for election advertising sponsors who sponsored
advertising with a total value of $500 or more are included in this report.

The following election advertising sponsors filed reports indicating that they spent
less than $500:

= Confederation of University Faculty Associations of British Columbia
= Construction and Specialized Workers' Union, Local 1611

The remainder of election advertising sponsors registered with Elections BC did not
file financial disclosure reports. As they were registered prior to 2004 and no
election advertising has come to our attention, Elections BC has assumed that they
did not conduct election advertising with a value of $500 or more. A full listing of
all registered election advertising sponsors is available on Elections BC's Web site
(www.elections.bc.ca).

Orders of the Chief Electoral Officer

Under section 280 of the Election Act, the Chief Electoral Officer may, by specific
or general order, make exceptions to this Act and the regulations under this Act in
accordance with the purposes of this Act if, in the opinion of the Chief Electoral
Officer, this is necessary because of an emergency, a mistake or extraordinary
circumstances in relation to proceedings under this Act. The Chief Electoral Officer
must also report on an order and the circumstances under which it was made.

There were two orders made by the Chief Electoral Officer relating to the
Surrey-Panorama Ridge by-election.

Order number: ORD003/2004

Circumstances in which order is made

A voter requested a voting package from the district electoral office of the
Surrey-Panorama Ridge electoral district in order to vote under section 106 of the
Election Act. The voter was issued an Alternative Absentee Voting Package which
contained the incorrect certification envelope. Inaccordance with section 106 of the
Act, the voter must complete a certification envelope with the required information
and sign the declaration printed on it. This declaration must be signed by a witness.

The envelope provided to the voter did not contain a space for a witness signature.
As aresult, the voter was unable to complete the certification envelope as required
by the Act. According to section 134(1)(a), a certification envelope must remain
unopened and any ballot in it must not be considered in final count if the envelope is
not completed as required by the Act.

In my opinion, these circumstances make the following order necessary.

Application of order
This order applies to Violet Irene Newell.

Exception provided by order

Despite section 134(1)(a) of the Election Act, the certification envelope used by the
voter to vote in the by-election for the Surrey-Panorama Ridge electoral district
shall be opened and the ballot in it considered on final count.

Circumstances in which order is made

One candidate has formally requested an extension to the January 26, 2005 deadline
for filing with the Chief Electoral Officer the candidate's election financing report
for the October 28, 2004 by-election in the Surrey-Panorama Ridge electoral
district.

Due to the extraordinary circumstance of the illness of the auditor, the candidates'
financial agent is unable to file the required report by January 26, 2005.

In my opinion, these circumstances make the following order necessary.

Application of order

In accordance with the following Schedule, the candidate noted below is granted an
extension to file her election financing report for the Surrey-Panorama Ridge
by-election by the close of business (4:30 p.m. Pacific time) on the following date:

Exception provided by order

Despite section 209 of the Election Act, the following exceptions are made in
relation to the candidate named above:

(a) the financial agent for the candidate noted above is not subject to the
requirements under section 209(1) to file the election financing report with the
Chief Electoral Officer by January 26, 2005 for the Surrey-Panorama Ridge
by-election.

(b) the financial agent for the candidate being granted the extension must file
with the Chief Electoral Officer the report required by section 209(1) by the date
set out above in 'Application of order.'
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
